1. Queen candidates must be 18-25 years of age

2. Queen candidates must not be married, divorced, or a single
parent

3. Queen candidates must be current members of the
Connecticut Quarter Horse Association.

4. Queen candidates must agree not to enter any other horse
breed association contest after being crowned, and agree to
drop out of any contest she may currently be entered upon
being crowned (all contests approved by the Connecticut
Quarter Horse Association are excluded).

5. The CQHA Queen must accept the responsibility of her title
and agree to represent the Connecticut Quarter Horse
Association to the best of her ability. Failing to act
accordingly will result in a disqualification of the Queen,
upon which the first runner-up will accept the Queen’s title
